	Health Inequalities – Implementing the Warwickshire Strategy in N&B

(Full presentation notes attached with Minutes)

Gareth Owens carried out a presentation on health inequalities in Nuneaton and Bedworth. 

LSP’s are now tasked with action to address health inequalities in line with the Strategy adopted by the PSB. 
The National Support team visited Nuneaton recently, and spoke to a number of people about health issues. 

There are very strong correlations between poverty and poor health in this borough. 

Findings show that people living in certain wards in the Borough have a much lower life expectancy than others. Residents living in Abbey Ward will pass away on average 16 years earlier compared with some other parts of Warwickshire.

Smoking, diet and lack of exercise are key issues in addressing these health issues. There are a number of agencies who are doing lots of work in the borough to try and help reduce the inequalities in health care including the Nuneaton and Bedworth Healthy Living Network and the Leisure Trust.

The Council has set a target to have the same life expectancy in Nuneaton and Bedworth as the rest of Warwickshire by 2021. 

Unfortunately findings show that 48.6% of people are not interested in doing sport and leisure and therefore increasing spending in this area may not necessarily improve life expectancy. 

A discussion took place about the need to shift resources to the North of the County who have the greatest health problems.

CK questioned the impact that the LSP had made over the past seven months and questioned whether it had made significant change to the residents who live in the borough.

She asked other LSP members to let her know how they felt, and distributed a paper she had written about a possible change in direction for the LSP. 

LSP members felt that a smaller LSP, or smaller working groups who feed up to the LSP were necessary to make more change in the community. 

They also felt it was more important to focus on fewer issues and targets.  

CK and PG to meet with the Chairs of the theme groups to discuss the proposed changes to the LSP in more detail.

RJ gave an overview of the targets relating to crime and disorder. 

JT raised concerns about residents who ring in and are not given a crime number, these calls are therefore not reflected in the statistics. RJ said she was aware of this and a meeting had been set up to discuss it. 

RJ stated that NABSCOP had agreed not to have business crime as a priority. 

There have been good results in relation to serious violent crime, but domestic burglary is up. 

JT asked RJ to mention at NABSCOP that concern was raised by the LSP about the statistics.

Targeted work to try and reduce the number of teenage pregnancies has been carried out with girls who are on the hairdressing and beauty course at North Warwickshire College. Many young girls on this course have left in the past to have babies.
